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3 System overview
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The CCS 1000 Digital Discussion System is a hot plug-and-play conferencing system that is
ideally suited for small to medium-sized meeting areas, such as town halls, local business
centers, and courtrooms. The main components of the discussion system are:

1. The Control Unit. There are two types of control units: the CCSD-CU and the CCSD-
CURD. The functions and differences are described in section CCSD-CU(RD) Control Unit,
page 9.

2. Discussion Devices, which can be configured as participant devices (2) or a chairperson’s
device (3).

3. Chairperson’s device.

4. Discussion Device cable, and extension cables, if required: Connects the Discussion

8.1 Recording a discussion

The built-in recorder in the CCSD-CURD Control Unit can be used to record discussions in the
MP3 format. Recordings can be saved to the internal memory or an USB memory stick (The
USB memory stick needs to be formatted in FAT32. Other file systems do not work.). The
appropriate memory and LED indicator are selected and deselected when the USB memory
stick is inserted and removed from the USB connector at the front of the Control Unit.

When recording is started, the MP3 recorder automatically creates an MP3 file, using the
current date and time as the file name. Recorded files have a maximum duration of 60
minutes. After 60 minutes, the file will be automatically closed, and a new file will be created.
This process is repeated as long as recording is active or until the internal memory or USB
stick is full.

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10 Maintenance

trouble-free operation, clean and inspect the system components on a regular basis:

10.1 Cleaning

components.

1. Disconnect the Discussion Devices from the system cabling.
Clean the Discussion Devices with a soft cloth slightly moistened with a weak soap and
water solution.

3. Wait until the Discussion Devices are fully dry before reconnecting them to the system
cabling.

4. Clean the Control Unit with a soft cloth, as required.

10.2 Inspect components

1. Check all CCS 1000 Digital Discussion System components for signs of wear and tear.
Replacement Discussion Devices can be ordered from your Bosch representative, if
required.

2. Check the Discussion Device microphone buttons for correct operation. Is should not be
loose or stick when operated.

3. Check all connectors and system cabling for damage.

10.3 Storage
